WITNESSETH' that for and in consideration of the terms and payments

set forth hereinafter FMIS agrees to ferform certain Resident inspection

services for the OlllNER as they relate to the McConnelsville IltlPR0uEMEi,lTS

T0 ITS WASTEWATER C0LLECTION SYSTEM along McC0NNEL RUN AND BELL CREEK-

FltlllS, shall furnish a Resident Project Representative as authorized
by the 0wner, Mark or Jo Anna Adams . Resident Project Representation
sha'll spend a maximum of 40 working hours per week during normal workdays
excluding Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays on the project and shall
commence when the Contractor starts construction work and shall terminate
as of the completion date orginally scheduled in the Contractors Notice
to Proceed or the date of the start oi the contractors 1 year warranty
period, whichever is earlier. The duties of the Resident Pr:oject
Representative are:

a. To observe the progress of the work on the project to
determine general compliance with the Contract Documents.

b. Exercjse sound technical iudgement in determining the qual ity
and conformance of material and workmanship to the pIans,
specifications, and oiher Contract Documents.

c. Maintain records fo construction and prepare progress reports"

d. Report Contractor failure to meet project requirements. Any
changes from project plans or specifications shall also be
reported.

e. Suggest minor changes in plans or specifications to better
suit field conditions.

f. Maintain a record of construction progress and q'rantities to
be used in the preparation of construction paynent estimates.



Nothing in this Agreement, with respect to the furnishing
Resident Proiect Representative and the conduct of his duties,
shall be construed to make FMIS responsible for, nor to have
control of, construction means, methods, techniques, sequences,
or procedures, or for safety precautions and programs in
connection with the work: nor to make FMIS responsible for the
Contractors failure to carry out the work in accordance writh the
Contract Documents; nor to confer responsibitity upon FMIS for
any acts or omissions of the contractor, subcontrdctor; or'bthers
performing the work. ",

PAYMENT FOR RESIDENT PROJECT REPRESENTATIVE of ouT AGREEMENT:

a. Payment for resident Project Representative shall be made to
FMIS, on an hourly rate basiso pluso a daily expense at
$ 10.00 per day, not to exceed $26,000.00. This'fee is based on
providing 100 B hour days of the Project Representative Services
during construction.

b. Reimbursable expenses are in addition to the hourly and daily
rates, out of pocket expenses for computer charges, cost of
printing, copy'ing, photography, charges for temporary personnel
tjmes a multiplier of 1.15, shipping charges, laboratory analysis,
special tools and equipment rental.
